Many prominent people are challenged with 

Parkinsonôs disease --Michael J. Fox; Billy 

Graham; Janet Reno (Attorney General under 

President Clinton); Mohammed Ali --to name a 

few.  For most of us with the disease, the issue is 

working with the struggles of Parkinsonôs and 

meeting those challenges and seeing them as 

opportunities. 
 

I have become a strong advocate for Clinical 

Research for Parkinsonôs disease.  Over 1 

million people are affected by this disease and I 

know that research will make a difference.  I can 

see it already in the medical arena.  The 

possibilities are opening up.  And I want my 

grandchildren and yours to be free from the 

debilitating aspects of the disease. 
 

I am asking for your support in a very minor 

way for you but a very major way when EUMC 

gets behind and supports a cause.  This past 

April, Carl and I had a Parkinsonôs Disease 

Charity 10K and 5K Run and 1-mile Walk on 

our 82 acres.  We were able to send $1700 to 

Parkinsonôs disease for research.  In 2010 we 

will have the Parkinsonôs Disease Charity Run 

on Sunday, NOVEMBER 7, 2010.  (The 

weather and bugs will be a bit friendlier then we 

hope.)  Please put this event on your calendar for 

support either by volunteering or participating.

Edwardsville United Methodist Church was richly blessed on October 24, 2009 when we 

had the great privilege to participate in the Memorial Service for Lenne Keithley I. 

 

The Choir was honored to sing, and the first song was ñHeavenôs Choir.ò  This was a 

new piece of music that Ray had selected for the choir to learn and he had given it to us 

only a few weeks prior to Mr. Lenneôs death.  We had only practiced it a few times 

before the Memorial Service, but what a wonderful selection that Ray had made.
